GMU Course Description

life and family, the challenges of identifying students with disabilities, and the need for intensive
instruction, accommodations, and support.

Course Overview

EDSE 547 focuses on the academic, social, medical and behavioral characteristics of individuals
with severe disabilities and the impact these characteristics have on school, family, and life out-
comes. The course examines the etiology, contributing factors, identification process, and re-
quired intensive instruction of these disabilities.

Describe the characteristics of individuals with severe disabilities whose cognitive im-

pairments or adaptive skills require adaptations to the general curriculum and whose

functional skills are significantly different from typically developing peers and therefore
require adaptations to the general curriculum for an appropriate education. Discuss and
evaluate how the following characteristics impact education, behavior, and social interac-

tions:
a. Age-span and developmental issues;
b. Levels of severity;
c. Medical, health, sensory, and positioning and handling needs;
d. Cognitive functioning;
e. Speech, language development, and communication;
f.  Emotional and behavioral development and supports;
g. Social development; and
h. Cultural, ethnic, and socio-economic factors.

4. Describe the impact of disability on self-determination and self-advocacy skills.

5. Describe historical and legal perspectives, models, theories, philosophies, and trends re-
lated to specific student populations.

6. Discuss and examine how educational environments impact students with severe disabili-
ties.

7. Discuss and examine how to build strong parental connections and relationships for fami-
lies with severe disabilities.

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Disability Case Study: Students will work individually to develop a paper related to a
specific disability. In this paper, students will provide an overview of the specified disa-
bility as well as discussion as to how the specified disability impacts families and what
cultural differences must be addressed; a description of the complex needs of individuals
with this disorder/disability, a presentation of a range of special education and commu-
nity-based supports and services that are needed to maximize their achievement and ca-
pacity; and a discussion of the impact of the disability on normal growth and develop-
ment and the ability to learn, interact socially and live as fulfilled contributing members
of the community.

Child Abuse Recognition and Training Module: All students must complete the online
child abuse recognition training module as outlined in the Orientation Module.
